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Omission of sp_syntax and sp_sybprocs

Sybase is not providing the sybsyntax database and table for 12.0.  Therefor sp_syntax and sp_sybprocs (which also depends upon the same database and table) will not be described here.  Sybase intends to support the above with release 12.5.  I intend to support sp_sybprocs whenever BLS upgrades to 12.5.

Sybase has 193 system procedures, 13 catalog procedures, 9 extended stored procedures, and 13 dbcc procedures.  Sp_syntax and sp_sybprocs could be very convenient.

Use of sp_utilprocs

This utility stored procedure will list my utility stored procedures with a description.  The listed procedures will omit the leading "sp_".  To list all of these utility procedures with a one-line description execute sp_utilprocs NULL.  (In which case a "*" suffix indicates the procedure has additional descriptive text.)  For complete descriptions for all of the 136 procedures execute sp_utilprocs without an argument.  The procedure arguments will be capitalized in the descriptions.  The sp_utilprocs argument search is on both the procedure names and the procedure descriptions.  Examples:
